held in Kathmandu, Nepal, during May 29-31, 2012. The Symposium represents the culmination of the
second phase of the NUFU supported project “Education, Research and Training for Sustainable
Management of Himalayan Watersheds” (HIMUNET), which has been a network project among four
universities in the Himalaya and University of Life Sciences in Norway.
